Lecture: Jung, Astrology, and Synchronicity  

Astrology can be viewed as an archetypal image of the processes of 
psyche as a whole. It can show us how we resonate with and express 
universal patterns in our daily lives. Our discussion will cover, fi rst, 
how Jung’s ideas about classical astrological concepts demonstrate 
the principle of synchronicity; then, the basics of imaginal/archetypal 
astrological interpretation; and lastly, concepts of individuation and 
the evolution of consciousness as the relationship between individual 
psyche and universal patterns.
